While these are only speculations based on our
histological observations, and many anomalies
exist, future experimental work aimed at inducing a
localised Shwartzman reaction in the intestine by
these means would seem a fruitful path (Goldgraber
and Kirsner, 1959). For at present there is no evi-
dence to support a specific immunological reaction,
such as the Arthus phenomenon, and little support
for a solely infective or ischaemic aetiology.
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
